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Introduction

The Volunteer Emergency Services Equipment Program (VESEP) is an ongoing annual program funded by the
Victorian Government, which provides equipment grants up to a maximum of $150,000 ex GST.

The program is in its 22" year and first started as the CSESP Program (Community Safety Emergency Support
Program in 2000 and was designed in close consultation with VFBV and volunteers. The Program was intended
to be a grant scheme for volunteers — designed by volunteers, with minimal administration from volunteers.

The Grant allows for $2 in grant money for every S1 of local contribution for sustainability and local buy-in, local
driven priorities with annual strategic state initiatives, robust district/region and state volunteers peer review
and a quick and timely approval and notifications process to the successful brigades and groups.

Key to its success is locally driven priority setting, endorsement by District Planning Committee’s, operational
support and endorsement by CFA Regional Management and a State-wide Steering Committee that reports
directly to Government and the CFA Chief Officer and includes VFBV and volunteer representatives who work
together to monitor the program and ensure the programs integrity and transparency.

Since its inception, the program has completed more than 2,000 projects totalling more than $150 million
dollars.

The program is an investment in maintaining and building volunteer capability and is designed to ease the
pressures of having to fundraise for operational equipment, vehicles, specialist equipment and much needed
improvements to amenities.

VFBV encourages all CFA Brigades, Groups, District Councils and Championship Committees to make use of this
VFBV Application Help Pack to assist them in their applications.

This pack offers practical suggestions and complements CFA’s Guidelines and the 2022/23 application forms. Its
intent was to gather the most important information available and put it all in one place. If Brigades or Groups
would like a printed copy, please call the VFBV Office on 03 9886 1141 and VFBV would be happy to post you
one.

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Special Access Grant Application Guidelines

Not enough money to contribute to a VESEP application but your
Brigade or Group really needs the VESEP funding to contribute towards the total
cost of a critical item of equipment or station improvement?

Need financial assistance with a VESEP application?

NO WORRIES!

Recognising that many Brigades and Groups are unable to raise the necessary
contribution for a VESEP project, the CFA VESEP Steering Committee has come to your
assistance. They have made allowance for a Special Access Grant.

In other words, Brigades or Groups not flushed with funds can nominate how
much they can contribute, if anything at all, towards the project, and request a special
access grant to help with the remainder of the Brigade or Group contribution.

HOW DOES IT WORK?

You can receive financial assistance towards your project item if you meet
the Special Access Criteria detailed on the
Special Access Grant Application form:

= Talk to your District Catchment Officer / Assistant Chief Fire Officer about your
situation and your plans to seek their justification of your special access application.
= Describe and document why you are unable to make the full brigade contribution.
= List any purchases over $1,000 you made over the last three years.
= Detail what fundraising activities you have been involved in over the last three years.
= Provide a copy of Brigade or Group Audit Financial Reports over the last three years.
= QObtain the endorsement of your Assistant Chief Fire Officer and
Regional Deputy Chief Officer.
